Come see us if you want to learn more about
reproductive health or if any of the following
applies to you:
-Have never been tested for STDs
-Think you have been exposed to a STD
-Have had vaginal, oral, or anal sex
-Think you are having STD symptoms:
burning, itching, pain or discharge
-Have a new sexual partner

If you are under the age of 18, you have a
legal right in North Carolina to have STD
Testing & Treatment without a parent or
guardian’s permission. Unless legally
obligated, we will never share any information
about your visit with anyone. We encourage
you to involve your parent in these decisions,
however, we know this is not always a
possibility for all young adults.

Did you Know?

Abstinence is the only option that is
100% effective in preventing STDs.

When used correctly, condoms can
decrease your risk of unintended
pregnancy and STDs, but are not 100%
effective.

Birth control methods, other than
condoms, can reduce the risk of
unintended pregnancy, but offer no
protection from STD infection.

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Sexual Health & Prevention

Common Myth :
If you have an STD, you’ll know it.

FACT: If you're sexually active, the only way
to be sure you aren't infected with a STD is
to get tested. Many STDs develop slowly
and have little, or no, symptoms. Some are
curable, some are not. But all STDs, if left
untreated, can lead to significant health
problems. So, don't wait until you see
something unusual or feel like something is
wrong. Get yourself tested today.

Common Myth :
Only certain “types” of people get STDs.

FACT: Like all things in life, it’s best to not
judge a book by its cover. People from all
walks of life can (and do) get infected with
STDs. STDs don't care if you’re straight or
gay, male or female, old or young—anyone
who is sexually active is at risk. With nearly
20 million new infections diagnosed across
the U.S. every year, it is just smart to get
tested to ensure your sexual health.

Herpes:

Can take several years:
Weight loss, flu like symptoms,
white spots in mouth

Weeks, months, years:
Small, bumpy warts, ltching,
burning around sex organs

Genital Warts

1-12 weeks after sex:
Painless sores in mouth or
genital area, rash and flu-like
symptoms

Syphilis

5-28 days after sex:

Non-STD Related

You may have symptoms that are similar to
those caused by STDs, but not have a STD.
The only way to know is to get checked. Some
common non-STD related issues include:
Bacterial Vaginosis (BV): Very common
bacterial infection of the vagina. Symptoms
can include a thin white or grayish vaginal
discharge, bad odor from the vagina, and
burning or itching

Yeast Infection (candidiasis): The most
common vaginal infection and is caused by
yeast cells that live in the vagina. Symptoms
can include a thick white vaginal discharge,
itching, burning, and irritation.

Molluscum Contagiosum: Mild skin disease
that is caused by a virus and can occur in both
adults and children. The virus causes small
white, pink, or flesh-colored bumps. They can
occur on any skin surface, including the penis.
